
Project COMPASS is a  
comprehensive vocational  
program that points non-violent,  
youth offenders, ages 14 through  
18, in the right direction. Most of  
the young adults in the program  
are referred to Goodwill Industries  
by the Juvenile Division of the  
Ninth Judicial Circuit Court.  
Referrals also come from the  
Orange County Public Schools and 
through parental recommendations.

Public Schools' Alternative  
Education Department, Project 
COMPASS  helps young adults 
achieve their academic or work-
related goals so that they may  
become law-abiding citizens  
who make positive contributions  
to our community. Through a  
comprehensive approach,  
including classroom instruction, 
 job clubs, and career  
exploration, participants  
develop employability skills,  
work behaviors and life skills,  
equipping them either for  
successful employment or  
readjustment to school.
